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In the Meantime…Winter Reflections 
 

Dr. Ann Philbrick, the consultant for your Revitalization Program, made 
some interesting observations in her summary, among them was this gem:  
 
The process of learning from what you are doing will be harder for you – 
for learning takes reflection as well as action. As a group, you will be 
impatient with taking time to learn from things. Sometimes progressive 
churches forget that, though they are progressive, they are also Christian. 
And the scriptures of the Christian tradition need to be alive in the 
community. To take the Bible seriously does not mean you have to be 
literalists. It just means staying engaged with it. 
 
Over the past several weeks as we have engaged in our small group 
meetings I have noticed that impatience. You are a congregation that likes 
to be doing, rather than reflecting. It is difficult for you to take time for 
silence in worship, to celebrate the mystery of communion without having 
a minute for mission, to reflect on yourselves during the Ash Wednesday 
service without also having a guest speaker who will challenge you with 
even more opportunities for outreach. You want to get on with the “real” 
business of faith! 

 
Without some serious reflection, however, the foundations are just not sufficiently deep to support all the 
activity for long. As Christians we need continuing reflection, with scripture at the center, to open us to hear 
God’s call to renewal. Lent is the perfect opportunity for such reflection. Coming as it does in the winter season 
when much of the earth lies fallow, when days are short and weather often keeps us indoors, we have the perfect 
excuse to take a few minutes each day to read some passage of scripture or a page of a devotional. To begin, 
you might try reading one of the Psalms each morning or evening. Read it not to look for some deep meaning, 
but simply to enjoy the images and feelings it might suggest. Read it a second time and hear God’s spirit 
speaking it to you. Read it again as a prayer you might offer up to God. 
 
Lent is a difficult season for most of us, not only because of its traditional somber “giving up” tone, but also 
because of its theme of reflection. As Dr. Philbrick suggested, this may be especially tough for us! Yet 
strengthening our foundation is the only way we can be ready for change and continued service. Take time in 
these remaining weeks before Easter reading and reflecting on a passage of scripture each day. Listen carefully 
for what God’s spirit is trying to say to you. And then come and share with us what you have heard.  
 
May your Lenten journey lead you to a place of deep peace and grateful service!

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Mission Trip: First Presbyterian Continues to Move Gulf Coast Forward

 The recently concluded FPC Mission Trip to the Gulf Coast saw fifteen members and friends 
of the congregation embark on the fifth Katrina related trip sponsored by the church.  The 
group flew into New Orleans and moved on to its eventual base camp at Camp Victor in 
Ocean Springs, Mississippi after an overnight stay at the Mission on the Bay facility in Bay 
St. Louis, Mississippi.  Camp Victor was an ideal spot for the work to be undertaken as the 
former garment factory has been reconfigured into a facility that can house and feed 200 
volunteers at one time.  Also, it has ample space to stage and supply construction activities.   
 
Following a day of parade watching in New Orleans, Monday saw the group split into four sections.  Shirley 
Dudley and Carol Pajor were dispatched to help install kitchen cabinets and a new sink in the home of a senior 
citizen who has been washing his dishes in his bathtub since the storm.  The group eventually overcame myriad 
complications and the kitchen was nearly complete by the end of the week.  

 
Another group consisting of Sue and David Labins, Grant Spears, 
Marissa Cort, Akosua Adzenyah and George Blick were assigned to 
work on a home in nearby Gautier.  The youth embarked on a nearly 
endless course of mudding and sanding the walls of a master 
bedroom, putting down additional flooring underlayment, and 
finishing up by priming most of the room.  The resident, a Gulf War 
veteran who had been struck down by colon cancer, has been forced 
to recover in his chilly living room while awaiting the arrival of 
workers to help redo his home.  Hopefully, his bedroom will be done 
by mid-March and the living room and kitchen shaped up shortly 
after that.

• Parish Education: Chair Robin Herrera reported that attendance has been good for both the adult forum 
and Sunday School.  

• Parish Stewardship and Financial: Chair Sam Hamilton reported that both income and expenses are 
tracking as expected. With respect to Heating Oil & Gas, we had a credit outstanding of $4,460 which 
we will use for future oil charges this winter.   

• Sam also reported that Parish Stewardship is working on an update to the Building Utilization Policy 
and our parking lot lease with The Bushnell.   

• Rev. Russ Feroe noted that he has printed material and a DVD from the conference he attended in late 
January in Boston regarding the Broad Street Ministries in Philadelphia.  It is led by Bill Golderer, who 
was a seminary intern at First Presbyterian Church back in the early 1990’s doing his field work.  Bill 
also volunteered to talk directly to our session about his experience.   

Congregation:  Anyone remember Bill?  It can be such a small world and glad to see that someone in our 
midst is making a difference and spreading God’s word and love.  

• Session was asked for feedback regarding our worship in Hodge Hall and it was noted close to 80 people 
attended on Sunday, February 7th.

Congregation:  What are your thoughts?  Please fill out a questionnaire available after worship or from 
the church office. See Worship Team (Alice Evans/ Rusty Spears, Co-Chairs) for your ideas and 
comments.                                        

• Session discussed the fact that we had removed the Pastor’s Contingency Fund from the 2010 Budget, 
which has resulted in no immediate place for the pastor to provide emergency funds for members in 
need.  Russ will talk to Keith Rhoden, moderator of the Deacons, to discuss having a separate fund 
within the Deacons for that purpose.  

• Russ Feroe continues to meet with our community partners, including: (a) Charter Oak Cultural Arts 
Center in ways to use our space for art display, (b) Hartford Symphony in using our space for rehearsals, 
and (c) Westminster Presbyterian Church to have joint officer training in May 2010 and, on an informal 
basis, to talk about long-term vision of what it might mean for a Presbyterian presence in the greater 
Hartford area.  For the latter, a couple of members of the congregations of each church, as well as the 
pastors of each church, and Rev.  John Merz will begin discussions soon. 

• Retreat: At the conclusion of our business meeting, the Session continued discussions around our 
identity and future direction.  Russ led us through a quick true / false survey; the results will be 
discussed at a future meeting.  In addition, we talked about the Biblical models for the Church and 
where we fit: (1) Institution, (2) Community, (3) Prophet, (4) Servant and (5) Spiritual.  He asked us to 
think about “what story / what image, biblical or otherwise, do you think of when you think of our 
church.  Time will be designated at future Session meetings to continue these discussions. 

 

• Elders Jane Murray and Alice Evans, who represented us as Commissioners, gave a written report of the 
highlights of the February Presbytery meeting at Westminster Presbyterian Church in West Hartford.
